UCCSA Executive Committee: 13th-17th September 2010

The United Congregational Church of Southern Africa (UCCSA) will be holding its Executive Meeting on 12-17th September 2010.  The Meeting will be hosted by the UCCSA Namibia Synod in Windhoek, Namibia.  

The Officers of the denomination will travel to Namibia on the 10th September in order to conduct a pastoral visit prior to the commencement of the Executive.  They will visit Osire, a refugee camp some 300km from Windhoek, which is home to nationals of Angola.  The Officers will preach at different churches on the Sunday and will use the time to learn and appreciate the work and witness of the Synod.

The Executive will discuss among others reports from the different organs of the church; including youth, women, children and people with disabilities.  It is also expected that an exciting piece of work relating to the restructuring of the denomination will be brought before the executive for discussion.  Another major report to be received and deliberated on will be regarding the Mission Conference that was held recently in Johannesburg.  It is expected that the proposals from this conference will stimulate new directions in the practice of mission in the UCCSA.

The UCCSA is a church that is committed to living out its mission on the basis of a justice ethic.   It is expected that the Executive will seek ways of ascertaining through deliberations how this is in fact a lived experience in the local church, regions and synods.  

The Executive will be presided over by the President Rev. Hendrick Pillay.  He is a minister based in Hankey in the Eastern Cape, South Africa.
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
